RAS (Refugees as Survivors) - Wellington

Wellington RAS provides services to refugees who have experienced torture and trauma. Working with children, youth, adults and families, we operate in the wider Wellington region (includes Porirua and the Hutt Valley).

We employ counsellor advocates who are qualified psychologists, psychotherapists and counsellors experienced in working therapeutically with refugees who have been tortured and traumatised. We also contract a psychiatrist and a full time Cross Cultural advocate.

Interpreters are contracted from Interpreting Wellington to work with our clinical staff to deliver the services to refugees. The clinical team works closely with a range of key stakeholders including: PHO Union Health, Community Law Centre and Refugee Services Aotearoa NZ.

In addition to this core service the Wellington Refugees as Survivors Trust provides programmes and projects that are available to clients families and their refugee background communities e.g. programmes in schools; teenagers publishing books of short stories; youth media programmes; Families in Cultural Transition and many more in collaboration with other NGO’s working with refugees.
