RASNZ – Refugee Health and Wellbeing
Mental Health - RASNZ operates the national contract for mental health services in New Zealand for assessment and initial treatment of all incoming UN Quota Refugees and Asylum Seekers based at the Mangere Refugee Complex. Provision of services in clinical assessment, psychiatry, psychology, body therapy, individual, group and family counselling.
Health Education - RASNZ provides through 15 Refugee Community Facilitators and 120 interpreters health promotion for all UN Quota Refugees including road safety, accessing the NZ health system, child health, maternal health, smoking cessation, stopping family violence, alcohol and drug prevention and other topics. 
CALD Training and Capacity Building – RASNZ provides training for health professionals in cultural competencies for working with refugees throughout New Zealand.
Research -  RASNZ conducts original research, and contributes to the international literature and produces books and materials advancing the field.

Youth-  The RYAN Project serves metropolitan Auckland and Hamilton with specialist youth leadership, guidance, and employment readiness work
